S75 Executive Summary 

· What were the key policy/service developments made by the authority during this reporting period to better promote equality of opportunity and good relations and what outcomes were achieved?

The Office has continued to build on the work previously carried out to maintain and improve equality of opportunity and good relations as a mainstream element of our corporate goals and values. 

The Office continues to place significant emphasis on the monitoring of the diversity of complainants as part of its obligations under Section 75; a sample of the data collected is outlined in section 6 of this report.

The main emphasis for the Office during the reporting year, was the completion of a 5-year review of the effectiveness of the Equality Scheme in line with legislative requirements. As a consequence of the review the Office is satisfied that it is currently meeting its obligations under Section 75. The Office has found the experience of completing this review a useful tool in considering what further actions it may be able to take in the promotion of Equality of Opportunity and Good Relations. 
During the reporting year the Office concluded a pilot project on the resolution of complaints against the Police through a mediation process. An important part of this process was communicating the objectives to the larger community and in last years report the Office gave a commitment to further community consultation. As part of this process the Office gave presentations to 40+ community groups such as An Munia Tober, Chinese Welfare Association, Rainbow Project, Age Concern,  Upper Springfield Action and Disability Project, to name a few. The outcome of the project was published in the 2009 Annual Report and Accounts of the Office and the conclusion reached was that the community was not yet ready for mediation. However, the Office remains committed to exploring further opportunities to resolving complaints through more informal measures rather than formal investigations, where circumstances allow.
Also, during the reporting year the Office engaged in consultation with affected groups on a policy which restricted the work of current investigative staff, who had previous employment with the RUC or in a military role, to investigations which do not have an implication under Human Rights case law. This policy is sensitive in nature and actions have been taken to mitigate any potential negative impact on individuals.

· What are the main initiatives planned in the coming year to ensure the authority improves outcomes in terms of equality of opportunity and good relations for individuals from the nine categories covered by Section 75?

As an outcome from the Criminal Justice Inspectorate report on Section 75 the Office has received an invitation to take part in a Criminal Justice Equality Network. Membership of this group will enable the Office to benefit from best practice in the sector in relation to the application of section 75 responsibilities. 
The Office will commence work on drafting terms of reference for a formal research project on “police accountability and people with disabilities” during 2010, with a view to producing a report during 2011.
The Office intends to carryout a review of publications material with Disability Action to identify areas in which the Office can improve accessibility for people with disabilities.

The Office Equality Working Group intend to invite members of representative section 75 groups to attend their meetings to improve relations and identify issues which may impact on improving outcomes.

The Information and Media Directorate will establish a regular working relationship with the Afro Community Support Organisation for Northern Ireland (ACSONI).

The Office commenced work on delivering its training plan in relation to people with disabilities under its Disability Action Plan. During August 58% of staff in post completed an awareness training event delivered by Disability Action. The remainder of staff are scheduled to complete this training by the end of September 2009.
Key members of the HR Department attended the Equality Commissions Annual Conference and the Legal Island Annual Conference on Employment Law, which has a significant emphasis on Equality issues in the workplace.  

The Office also ran a number of Induction events for new staff during which Equality, Diversity and Section 75 responsibilities were discussed and a number of case studies were used to demonstrate the importance of Section 75 to the function of the Office.

Section 5: Communication

The Office has a number of means by which it communicates its commitment to its statutory duty under Section 75 of the Northern Ireland Act 1998.

Press and media coverage about the Office during the year was maintained significantly with 14 press releases and 16 publications uploaded to the website. The Office was also subject of a large number of media articles and 28 Freedom of Information requests.

Awareness and confidence in the Office is again at high levels across society in Northern Ireland. An independent survey found that 88% of people in Northern Ireland are aware of the Office, 83% believe the Office is independent and 79% believe that we are impartial. Further analysis of independence showed that Catholic respondents and Protestant respondents were equally likely to think the Police Ombudsman was independent of the police. Considering gender, 85% of males compared to 82% of females thought the Police Ombudsman was independent of the police. 

The Office also offers an online complaints form and makes material available in a number of languages and formats for example Ulster-Scots, Irish, Mandarin and other languages on request.  Such documentation includes information about the Office, complaints leaflets, complaint forms and complaint statistics, which are all available in these languages. These publications are also available in PDF format and can be requested on audiotape. In the this reporting year the Office increased the availability of our “How to make a complaint” leaflet on our website in more languages such as Portuguese, Russian, Lithuanian and Polish

In addition to the relevant training initiatives, the Office operates an Intranet to inform and advise all staff of Section 75 related issues and initiatives. Articles, reports and survey results are published and are available to all staff, as all have access to the Intranet system. Office policies and procedures are also available for reference purposes as are the Code of Ethics and the Investigator Manual. 

The Office’s S.75 Progress Report is made available to all staff and performance measures are included in the Annual Report and Corporate Business Plan. (Copies enclosed).

The Office also communicates its commitment to the statutory duty in public statements such as job advertisements, press releases, media interviews and events such as public awareness conferences. The Office’s website is a key source of information on police complaints across all police districts and helps the public identify trends, patterns and profiles of complaints, including breakdown of gender, community background, age and occupational status in their immediate districts. The website continues to experience increased usage with an average of 63,645 page views and 11,972 visitor sessions each month. 

In addition the Office operates an outreach programme whereby presentations are delivered to schools, community groups and police officers. Access is provided to translation/interpretation services as required.

Over the period April 08 – March 09, the Office has made presentations to 45 community groups and District Policing Partnerships during the year, covering a broad spectrum of local society.

Section 6: Data Collection & Analysis

There were no new systems established during the reporting year. However, the Office continues to place considerable emphasis on the value of monitoring data in relation to the diversity of complainants.

The Police Ombudsman’s Annual Report provided the following information for 2008/09;

69% of complainants were male and 31% female;

39% of complainants were Catholic, 20% Church of Ireland, 20% Presbyterian, 4% Methodist, 8% other religions and 8% had no religious belief;

23% of complainants were aged 16-24, 19% were 25-34, 26% were 35-44, 19% were 45-54, 8% were 55-64 and 4% were aged 65 or over;

45% of complainants were either married, co-habiting or in civil partnership, 38% were single, 15% were divorced or separated and 2% were widowed;

2% of complainants supported the Alliance Party, 18% the DUP, 2% the PUP, 8% the SDLP, 9% Sinn Fein, 1% the UKUP, 9% the UUP, 6% others and 46% supported no political party.
COMPLAINANT SATISFACTION SURVEY
The Complainant Satisfaction Survey allows complainants to express their views on services provided by the Office.  This report presents the findings from the eighth survey.  The total sample for this report comprised those whose complaints were closed between April 2008 and March 2009. 

Each complainant surveyed was mailed a confidential self-completion questionnaire, with full instructions and return envelope. A total of 2,757 were issued and 562 responses were received, representing a response rate of 20%.  

Every person who makes a complaint to the Office of the Police Ombudsman is also asked to complete a confidential self-completion questionnaire for equality monitoring purposes (unless they have specifically requested not to receive correspondence or surveys). This questionnaire asks for indicators of the respondent’s gender, age, religious belief, ethnic group, marital status, disability, employment status, political opinion, sexual orientation and whether or not they have dependants. 

Of the 562 respondents to the complainant satisfaction questionnaire, 410 responded to the equality monitoring questionnaire. This allowed an analysis of satisfaction ratings by some of the different equality categories.  

In addition to those respondents who declared their gender on the monitoring form, it was also possible to determine the majority of complainants’ gender from their title or salutation. This meant that gender was known for 99% of respondents. 

In addition to those who declared their age on the monitoring form it was also possible to determine age from date of birth already provided. This allowed analysis by age of 79% of overall respondents. Unfortunately the numbers of respondents who identified themselves as being of an ethnic group other than White or of a sexual orientation other than heterosexual were too small to allow any meaningful analysis. 

Where responses to questions differ according to equality groups this is noted. Otherwise it can be assumed that there were no such differences.

Survey Results

Overall, do you think you were treated fairly by the Office?

73% of respondents thought that they were treated fairly by the Police Ombudsman’s Office. This proportion is similar to the level reported in 2007/08 (71%). Further analysis showed women were more likely to think they had been treated fairly than men (82% women compared to 67% of men). Those with disabilities were less likely to respond positively  (60% of people with disabilities compared to 79% of those without disabilities thought they were treated fairly).  

Those who were working (80%) and those who were students, retired or looking after the family home (79%) were also more likely to think they were treated fairly than those who were unemployed or permanently ill (56%).   

Overall, taking everything into account, how satisfied or dissatisfied were you with the service you received from the Police Ombudsman’s Office?

Overall 59% of respondents were satisfied with the service received from the Police Ombudsman’s Office, including 31% who were very satisfied (Figure 14). This overall level of satisfaction is similar to the satisfaction level reported in the 2007/08 survey (57%).  Women were more likely to be satisfied than men (69% compared to 54%). People with disabilities were less likely to be satisfied (47%) compared to those without (67%). Those who were working (69%) or those who were students, retired or looking after the family home (65%) were more likely to be satisfied compared to those who were unemployed or permanently ill (43%).   

If you had a new complaint about the police, would you use the complaints system again?

When respondents were asked if they had a new complaint 69% said they would use the complaint system again – this is similar to last year when 73% said they would use the system again. 

Women were more likely to use the system again than men (77% compared to 64%). Also those who were working (76%) or students, retired or looking after the family home (74%) were more likely to be use the system again than those who were unemployed or permanently ill (59%).

Over the course of the past year the Office has taken steps to ensure that the services offered by the Office are accessible to the whole community. 

· The Office continues to make available information to potential complainants in a variety of formats including languages of new ethnic minority groups and by outreach community contact. 
· New to last year, the Office took an information stall to the Gay Pride event to improve information provision and access to services.
· The Office also made some changes to the design of it’s external website and upgraded the accessibility for people with disabilities to WAI level II.
· The Office provided translation and interpreter services in Romanian, Mandarin, Lithuanian, French, Polish, Portuguese, Russian, Latvian.
· The Office provided information to the public through its media releases and issued 14 during the year. 

· The Office continues to support community projects and once again sponsored the annual Community Housing conference.

· Also through its presentations made to the range of community groups and District Policing Partnerships during the year, the Office aims to provide information in accessible formats to a broad spectrum of local society.
·  Access to services of the Office have been accommodated on a regular basis with employees of the Office traveling to meet complainants at venues suitable to them, including Citizens Advice Bureau Offices, hotels, home visits etc.

The Office received a Statutory Questionnaire from a complainant who had alleged racial discrimination and was concerned at the level of awareness and training of staff on racial issues. A response to this questionnaire was delivered setting out both the individual staff members' training on such matters, and the organisations approach to staff training in general on racial issues. No further correspondence was received in relation to the matter.

During the reporting year the Office consulted on the 5-year review of the Equality Scheme. The Office adopted a variety of methods of consultation, written & web-based communication and face to face meetings. Feedback was valuable and much appreciated.
The Office has formal Trade Union recognition agreements with the Northern Ireland Public Service Alliance (NIPSA) and UNISON, and meet in a Joint Negotiation Consultation Committee on a regular basis. These meetings enable open discussion on a range of issues pertinent to Section 75. Communication channels include Departments Heads and Trade Union representatives.
The Office also uses Team Briefings, emails circulated to all employees, and the organization’s Intranet to provide information for internal consultation through the JNCC and SMT mechanisms.

The Office continues to meet its equality and good relations objectives by continued use of the following:

· Commissioning questions in external public attitudes survey, assessing impact of the Office on all groups in the public domain.

· Assessing the impact of organizational policies on all employees through the JNCC and management process.
· The Office continues to support community relations and once again sponsored the Community Housing conference.
· A total of 70 presentations were made to community groups and schools during the year, covering a broad spectrum of local society, including people of different religious beliefs, political opinion, gender, racial background, sex and marital status. This was a significantly larger number than previously provided specifically targeted to support the Mediation Project.
